INTRODUCTION 

On March 19, 2021, the Cornwall Police Service (CPS) invited members of the community to participate in a Strategic Plan Survey, to help 
understand how residents and community members feel about crime and safety in the City of Cornwall. The survey was distributed to municipal 
council, school board members, community organizations and groups, businesses and members of the public as required under the Police 
Services Act. The electronic survey was active between March 19, 2021 – April 22, 2020 and was made available in both French and English. 
Through the assistance of community partners, the survey was also accessible in additional languages.  

Prior to releasing the survey, the CPS used a strategic focus to ensure all members of Cornwall’s diverse population had an opportunity to 
participate in the survey. With the assistance of community agencies and members of diverse groups, the CPS received a tremendous amount of 
support with the distribution of the survey to a wide cross-section of community members.  

Members of the CPS Auxiliary Program distributed paper copies of the survey to various locations, including seniors’ residences and businesses, 
within the City of Cornwall. Additionally, on April 21st, 2021, a quantity of cell phone users in the Cornwall area received an automated message 
inviting them to take the survey. 

A total of 1,477 surveys were completed.
